Tour Turns 30 This Year

begin in the quaint lakeside town of Sturgeon Bay and follow Lake Michigan’s picturesque shoreline to
Port Washington.

And Bike Northwoods, a small, friendly tour that winds through the Northwoods of Wisconsin to the

beautiful Apostle Islands National Seashore.
